Duty of Care

You will find a pdf document, BGA JGC requirements, in the Resources section of the Junior Gliding web site. This is an abbreviated version of the BGA Playing Programme for Clubmark Accreditation which is designed to support children taking part in sport. We have used it because it covers most bases to give a basic minimum standard in terms of care for young people at gliding clubs. We would hope that because your club complies with BGA Laws & Rules that you will find that your club already has much of it in place.
